Raw Numbers – the City is providing 1.2 acres per 1000 population of Developed Neighborhood/Community Serving Parklands.   3.0 acres overall when school lands are counted.  2005 Population number used is 945,000   2020 Population number used is 1,100,000

Per the 2000 Census, the City needs to develop 258.2 acres of additional parkland to meet the Service Level Objective of 3.5 acres of Neighborhood/Community Serving Parkland per 1000 population with minimum of 1.5 acres being City owned land and up to 2.0 acres being School lands used for recreational purposes.  Per the 2005 population number of 945,000, the City and school districts should add 433.5 acres of Neighborhood/Community Serving Parklands, Neighborhood/Community elements in regional facilities and/or recreational school grounds.  The City and/or school districts need to develop 363.6 acres of parklands to bring CD 1, 3, 5, 6, 7, & 9 into compliance with the 2000 Census numbers.
The City owns 2,447.5 acres of land considered as City-wide serving parklands.   Overall, the City provides 3.76 acres of parklands per 1000 population (2447.5 + 1108.5/945 = 3.76)
